Not for Profit Management (4 credits, advanced)

B. LEARNING ACTIVITIES

A. The student will maintain a response journal of all readings throughout the study.  The journal is to be submitted at the completion of the study.

B. The student will read Peter Drucker’s Managing the Non-Profit Organization (ESC Bookstore stock #001265) and write a 5-8 page book review (double-spaced) and keep a response journal of all readings.

C. The student will then choose one more book from the list below and will submit a 5-8 page book review (double-spaced), focusing on the application of the concepts and principles in the book as they relate to previous readings.  He/She should include these readings in the response journal.

D. The student will then complete a major project, agreed upon by the mentor and student.  The project may take various forms but must include contemporary issues on the subject matter and must be approved by the mentor.

The student will periodically discuss the learning with the mentor.  All books/assignments may be adjusted by mutual agreement of mentor and student.
